Figure 1 
- moving to right:  

step R, step L behind, step R, step L behind, step R, stamp L, stamp L 
- repeat moving to the left: opposite footwork 
- repeat figure 1 
 
Figure 2 
- moving to the right;  

step R, step L behind, step R, stamp L 
- repeat moving to the left: opposite footwork 
- repeat figure 2 
 
Figure 3 
- step R, stamp L (no weight) 
- step left, stamp R (no weight) 
- step R, stamp L, stamp L 
- repeat figure 3 opposite footwork 
 
Repeat dance from beginning.
